Cell Phone Law:

· Effective July 1, 2007, Virginia drivers younger than 18 years of age may not operate a motor vehicle on the highways of the Commonwealth while using any cellular telephone, or any other wireless telecommunications device.  That includes cell phones or wireless devices that are considered to be hands-free.  It also prohibits text messaging while driving.

· Exceptions are granted for a driver emergency or if the motor vehicle is lawfully parked or stopped.
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
